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The Evolution of the Political Situation in the Ming Dynasty Under the
Background of the Tumubao Event

Abstract: As the most critical event in the 276-year history of the Ming Dynasty, the Tumubao Event
had a decisive influence on the Ming Dynasty. After this incident, the first influence on the ruling
class of the Ming Dynasty was the change of imperial power. The abolition and renewal of the new
emperor's orthodox political measures also strongly influenced the bureaucratic groups of the Ming
Dynasty. During the period of Taizu and Chengzu in this war, the military commanders' groups
declined, and the newly-emerged civil servant groups stepped onto the historical stage of the Ming
Dynasty, which had a far-reaching impact on the later political situation of the Ming Dynasty until
their demise. Finally, the Tumubao Event influenced the economic development of the Ming
Dynasty and the border defense issues in the northern frontier of the Ming Dynasty, especially the
adjustment of ethnic relations outside the customs, which also had a considerable impact. This paper
makes a detailed discussion on the evolution of the political situation of the Ming Dynasty in the
context of the Tumubao Event.
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
